CHILD SUPPORT DISCLOSURE AND AUTHORIZATION FORM 
 

Beginning July 1, 1993, Virginia employers are required by law to ask all new employees 

whether they are subject to an income withholding order for child support. Va. Code Section 

60.2-114.1.  Employers are also required to notify the Child Support Enforcement Reporting 

Unit of the Virginia Employment Commission of the identities of all new employees. If an 

employee is subject to an income withholding order, employers are required to make appropriate 

withholdings. The information provided must be reported to the Virginia Employment 

Commission and the Department of Social Services. The employer is authorized to charge a 

service fee of $5.00 per remittance of child support payments.
