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Suspicious Person/Activity 
The university, like any other community in our nation, is at risk of terrorism or other threats to life and 
property. Vigilance is a key protective measure that can help reduce risk. All members of the university 
community, when on and off campus, are urged to be attentive to their surroundings, notice suspicious 
behavior or circumstances, and to report their observations to authorities in a timely fashion. 

REMEMBER: IF YOU SEE SOMETHING, SAY SOMETHING!!! 

If you are witness to violent acts or behavior, immediately move away from the incident and then dial 
757-683-4000 to summon the Old Dominion University Police Department. If you hear about an incident 
on campus, please stay away from that area. 

Suspicious Person or People 

If you witness a person acting in an odd or unusual manner or if a person or situation makes you feel 
uneasy, trust your instincts and report it. 

• REMAIN CALM. 
• DO NOT physically confront the person. 
• DO NOT let anyone into a locked building or office. 
• DO NOT block the person's access to an exit. 
• CALL 757
